* ‘“Lack of being at the same level as those who have
been at IUPUI from the beginning. It is a personal,
emotional barrier, as well as an academic one.”

* "I believe the hardest barrier to overcome for most
transfers is that the coursework at a four year
institution can be more rigorous and demanding.”

Students become frustrated when their ‘foundations’ are not
strong ... faculty become frustrated when they have to teach
remedial or refresher work. Loads of frustration = poor
learning environment”
