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Welcome to the 2018 IUPUI School of Engineering and Technology
Entering Student Survey Report

The Entering Student Survey is a yearly survey administered during the first day of a
student’s orientation. The students are given the link to the survey during a dedicated
block of time to ensure they have enough time to complete the survey. The survey is
not required to be filled out, but it is encouraged as some responses may be used to
ensure they get information to resources to help them succeed in college. Of the 364
School of Engineering & Technology beginning freshmen direct admits in the 2018
cohort, 196 completed the Entering Student Survey. That is a response rate of 54%. Of
the 193 beginning freshmen Engineering & Technology pre-majors, 75 completed the
Entering Student Survey. This is a response rate of 39%.

ability, chose a major because the starting salaries are high, and choose IUPUI
because of the opportunity for an IU or Purdue Degree.

Technology pre-major students more likely to rate themselves higher on mathematical
ability, and experience stress balancing work and school-related responsibilities.

e 94% of Engineering & Technology direct-admit respondents agree that the IUPUI
campus is welcoming.

e 88% of direct-admit respondents agree that they are proud to tell other they go to
school at IUPUI.

¢ Direct-admit respondents rated themselves highest on ‘Mathematical and Academic
ability’ and lowest on ‘Study skills’ when comparing themselves to others their age.

o 61% of direct-admit respondents have ‘Some’ concerns about their ability to finance
their college education.

o 54% of direct-admit respondents plan to work at least 1 hour for pay off campus,
with about 29% of respondents planning to work over 15 hours off campus.

e The top 3 reasons direct-admit respondents decided to attend IUPUI were ‘Opportunity
for an IU or Purdue degree’, ‘Availability of specific academic programs (majors)’, and
‘Graduates get good jobs’.

e Engineering & Technology pre-major respondents rated themselves highest on ‘Ability
to work with other that are different from you’.

e 65% of pre-majors have ‘Some’ concerns about their ability to finance college
education.

e For Engineering and Technology pre-major respondents that have chosen a major the
most important factor was the major aligning with their interests.
